Inasmuch as there are several "pedigrees" of the Yorkshire Jaques/Jacques/Jakes Family on-line, some going as far
back as Henry Il in England, it is apparent that the English pronunciation of the name, at least in the centuries after
the Norman conquest was "JAKES or "JACKS".

There are several "JACQUES/JAQUES" individuals with families in Cramahe as evidenced by the 1851 census. Most of
these individuals have now been linked and verified as part of this extensive family in Ontario, and subsequently, in
western Canada. Spellings within this genealogy reflect both the "JAQUES" and "JACQUES" spellings of the name,
although by the 20th century, the "JAQUES" spelling was more prevalent.

My interest in the family came from the disposition of the "Jacques" Cottage in Block H. West Point, Hallowell
Township, Prince Edward County to the Ontario Parks system. That is now a summer rental for visitors to the Park,
and provides easy access to some of the best kite and wave surfing on eastern Lake Ontario.

Jacques Family Pioneer Life on the Bay of Quinte, 1904; (pages 458 - 460

"John Jacques emigrated to Canada from England in 1831 and finally purchased a farm in Cramahe, on which he built
a tannery. About three years later he found himself in a position to send to England for his family. This farm and
tannery John Jacques ran successfully for many years, and until his death. James Jacques, his son, was born in
Strathy, Yorkshire, England, in 1813, had nearly completed his course in medicine when his father's peremptory
summons called him to Canada and prevented him from finishing the course. He did not, however, take kindly to
farming and a couple of years after coming to Cramahe, went to Consecon and entered the employ of William
Whittier, general merchant, as clerk.
